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Montreal, June, 2009 — Having recently opened its doors in Montreal’s prestigious art district known
as the “Quartier du Musée” Galerie NuEdge rises above the bustle of Sherbrooke Street West and
wraps its arms around passing collectors and appreciators of art. This eclectic and dynamic contemporary
art gallery is currently featuring a group exhibition from the local and international market in the form
of multi-media, sculpture, painting, photography and art installations. Such projects will be undertaken
both independently, and, in collaboration with other galleries worldwide.The interest from the unannounced
“walk ins” is unbelievable and the success of the exhibition to date more than encouraging. International
artists Paul Hunter, Richard Roblin, Christina Stahr, Danielle Barbeau and local artists Hannah Alpha,
Héléne Fleury, Honey Solarz Greenbaum, Laura Santini and Benoit Colsenet are all featured.
Amel Chamandy, owner of Galerie NuEdge, has developed a solid relationship over the past few years
with the local and international corporate markets working on project conception, selection of artwork,
purchasing and display art and art installations. As well, the gallery is able to provide both art selection
and design services for residential projects, creating dynamic space specifically catered to each client’s
need.

Montreal based artist Hannah Alpha has been working for over 20 years to refine and simplify her
expression of the human body in movement. Influenced and practiced in the ancient discipline of Tai
Chi, Hanna’s artistic style uses simple lines to illustrate dynamic shift in movement. Inspired by Chinese
calligraphy she has developed her own style combining strokes and theme that draw from both Eastern
and Western sensibilities. The artist paints with sticks and works on canvas, mylar and paper using
oil, gouache, acrylic, ink and graphite. Her work can be found in private, corporate and public collections
around the world. These include The Canada Council Art Bank (Ottawa), the Museum of Civilization
(Hull), Loto-Québec (Montréal), Sony Music (Toronto), the Royal Bank (Montréal), Chateau Champlain
(Montréal) and the Hyatt Regency Hotel (Jeddah & Riyadh).

Born in the late 50’s in Montréal, Danielle Barbeau’s life has always evolved around art and fashion.
In 2001 she moved to Paris with her family and studied drawing at Ecole Nationale des Beaux-Arts
de Paris. Over the course of her four years abroad she participated in workshops given by renown
sculptors such as Jean-Charles Méniardis, Lydia Ruana, Hanz Marks and Xavier Dambrine.
As a sculptor, Barbeau works with clay, bronze and cement. Her subject is the captured human form.
Her style is rough-hewn yet delicate, and emphasizes sensual rhythm and flow. It also reveals the
irregular traits of the human body.



Montreal born, Amel Chamandy has been an artist since the age of 15. She studied at Concordia
University in Studio Art, Art history and photography in the 80’s. There after, she studied Fine Arts and
art restoration briefly in Italy. Amel returned back to Montreal to continue her studies at the Saidye
Bronfman Fine Arts School to hone her techniques in studio expression. Her expositions have been
exclusively regional and are now diversifying into a more global market. The artist looks at her subject
in a way that transcends color so that she can arrive at its essence and usurp the ordinary for the
extraordinary. The subjects are varied and can be found in elements of nature or the man made world
that surrounds her. The tones used are to challenge people’s predisposition of the subject. Her most
recent emphasis is photography using scale, light and fragmentation to produce her result. Nature has
been a focal point of her recent series, and as a way to project the dynamic aspects of shape and form
through unconventional spectrum. The artist’s latest mission is to bring the unknown to the forefront of
the known and the appreciation of nature beyond the obvious.

Benoit Colsenet was born in Paris in 1961 and is currently living in Montréal. After completing
his studies in art history and archeology at Université de Paris 1 and Mexico University Colsenet
started a career in visual arts at Ecole des Beaux-Arts de Boulogne Billancourt. In his work, he
explores the relationship between man and his environment. His paintings shift between semi
figurative - naturalistic and more abstract references. The multi layers combined with the
twisted treatment of perspective suggests a formal ambivalence between open and closed universe.

Helene Fleury was born in Québec City in 1959 and is a renowned regional Quebec talent. Her
passions has always been to create. Believing in the importance of mastering the medium before
attaining true liberty in the creative process, Fleury is well rounded in aspects of drawing, sculpting
and painting. Initially, Héléne pursued her studies in visual arts at Laval University in Québec City.
Eventually she interrupted those studies to focus on the portraits as an art form. Fleury’s earlier
paintings combined figurative representation in symbolic setting. Since then, her accomplished and
masterful versatility has delivered everything from surrealistic bronzed sculpture to monumental urban
murals. Héléne’s most recent focus is on sculpture and painting landscaped works that explore the
element of depth using gold leaf, the effect is striking. Her emphasis and success as an artist has
always been footed in her commissioned works.

Honey Solarz Greenbaum is a Toronto Born artist that lives and works in Montreal. For as long as
she can remember Honey has been artistically inclined. Her paintings are born out of an expression
of her personal experience, feelings and passions. Honey is a lover of travel and nature. Her excursions
have taken her around the world. It is the flavour of these travels that are brought to life in her paintings
and expressed with vibrance and «joie de vivre». Working with acrylic on canvas, her vital sense of
colour and expressive brushwork create a pristine quality to her still life flower and landscape paintings.
According to the artist, her paintings are a reflective of her inner self. “Everything | create comes from
within... it’s always from memory and imagination and feelings”. Honey Solarz Greenbaum’s paintings
have been collected and are currently exhibited throughout North America & Europe.

Montreal artist Paul Hunter has achieved international recognition for his unique luminous landscape
paintings on gold and metal leaf. Long-time resident of New York, Paul Hunter has adapted a centuries-
old technique to produce works of acrylic on canvas and to express his modernist vision. His abstract
minimalist landscapes combine the exceptional glow and reflective qualities of the flat metals, with
the emotional depth of gestural painting. Paul Hunter’s work is found in a range of private, corporate
and museum collections. Churches, hospitals, corporate boardrooms and even ballet stage have been
adorned by his creations. The artist has had numerous solo and group exhibitions in galleries across
the USA, Canada, France, Germany, the United Arab Emirates and Japan, and in museums including
the Whitney Museum of American Art, the Alternative Museum, the Drawing Center, P.S. 1, the Montclair
Art Museum, the Museum of Princeton University, the Knoxville Museum of Art, the Indiana University
Museum, the Brauweiler Abbey, the Hammer Rolls-Royce in Germany, the Quebec Delegation in Paris,
the Montreal Museum of Fine Arts, the Montreal Museum of Contemporary Art, and the Quebec
Museum. Paul Hunter has received awards from Pollock-Krasner Foundation, Artists Space, National
Studio Program: P.S. 1, Institute for Art & Urban Resources, Canada Council and Quebec Arts Fellowship.



Richard Roblin is an internationally recognized artistic master. He consistently and passionately has
pursued his artistic vision while remaining true to the deepest impulses of his soul. Richard has quietly
and steadfastly developed his coterie of collectors who have been excited and inspired by his creativity.
Richard’s journey as an artist has taken him throughout North America, Europe, the Orient, and India.
He has imbibed the teachings of many cultures. His passion for creative activity extends through his
practice of architecture, design, sculpture and painting. Roblin’s works are exhibited and collected
widely through commercial galleries and museums including the Museum of Modern Art in New
York.Throughout his career, he has collaborated with architects and designers to provide site-specific
artworks. He continues to do major commissions for corporate and private collectors. “I love to paint.
The nature of my painting activities is to engage with the magical resonances of color and form. | play
with the dynamics of luminosity to reveal the sense of joy, which inspires it. My process of painting is
to begin by drawing with color a line or a shape. Everything that emerges is defined by that primary
impulse which is like the leap of a dancer onto life’s stage. Suddenly the canvas begins to light up.
Each canvas is an open door, a dance circle, a symphony of breath breathing its life through the action
of the artist. Each artist, an understudy of creation itself, re-enacts the birth of the universe.”

Montreal Artist Laura Santini was born in Milano, Italy. She studied sculpture in New York where she
graduated with a MA in Studio Art in 1985. Since then, the artist has exhibited her work extensively
throughout the United States, Canada, Switzerland and ltaly. This includes exhibiting in some of the
top art events such as “Basel” Switzerland, and the “Chicago Art Fair” to name of few.
Laura Santini’s bronze sculptures are cast at the Guastini Foundry in Italy, located between the cities
of Verona and Vicenza, under the artist’s watchful supervision and not too far from where she was
born. Her process involves the original conception of each work as a “table-sized” sculpture. These
are then scaled up into a larger “floor” or “monument” dimension making her creations well suited to
outdoor projects. Her works feature fragment, body and shape of varied subjects sometimes arranged
in juxtaposition or repeated, reversed and tiered into surrealistic result. Human chains, tunnels that
can be crossed or explored, and towers that can be climbed. As with The Diver and Diver and Cardboard
Box, the figures are mixed with other everyday objects to represent life entwined with circumstance
and those around. Her newest series of modular sculpture is the continuation of variations on the
human figure that the artist has been exploring for several years. In these, the classic bronze has been
flavored with color to lend a sense of movement and humor. Laura’s works have been widely collected
by corporations worldwide as well as private collections.

Canadian born Christina Stahr presently resides and works in New York City. Stahr’s work features
collages assembled of various materials that create a dramatic whole. Her pieces include works on
paper, free hanging fabric and stretched canvas in combination with drawing or paint. Stahr’s techniques
include gold leafing, tearing and folding papers, fabrics, photographs and texts. In her pieces and
installations the torn edges and disparate fragments reveal the processes of their making.
Christina’s collages, installations, and mixed media works are exhibited in North America, South America
and Europe. Her work is part of private, corporate and museum collections in the United States,
Canada, the United Kingdom, Columbia, Germany, Australia and Switzerland.
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
